About the SAT

Q: What is the SAT?

A: The SAT is an exam that most colleges require for college
admissions. Having changed effective March 2005, the new SAT is
now a 3-hour, 45-minute exam. Most people agree that the SAT is
the single most important test you take in high school. There are
three sections — the Math, Verbal, and Writing (including essay)
each out of 800 points. A 2400 is now a perfect score on the SAT.

Q: How many times can | take the SAT?

A: For those graduating in 2010 or after, you can now choose
which scores to send to the colleges. So by starting early you have
more chances to raise your score.

Q: What if | take the SAT and mess up?

A: The College Board allows you to cancel an SAT score for up to
five days (Wednesday) after the test date. By canceling a score,
you can make sure that it doesn’t go on your permanent record.
However, if you wait till your senior year, canceling your SAT may
not be an option since you will be close to the college application
deadlines. Start preparing for the SAT early, and you won't be in
a “one-shot-only” situation.

Q: How much high school math do I need before I can
start preparing for the SAT or PSAT?

A: In addition to Arithmetic, Algebra I, and Geometry, the new
SAT will also include some Algebra Il. There is no Pre-calculus
on the SAT. Once you have had Geometry, you should start
preparing for the SAT and PSAT.

Q: What is a good score on the SAT?

A: This depends on where you want to go to college. For the most
competitive colleges — Harvard, Stanford, MIT, etc. — typically a
score above 2250 is needed. For schools like UC-Berkeley, the
score needed varies with the major for which you are applying.
For example, at UC-Berkeley, applying into their natural sciences
or business program will typically require a much higher SAT
score than applying into their liberal arts program.

How do I register for the SAT I?

e Registration can be done by mail by obtaining a registration

form at your high school or at the Excel Test Office.

e Toregister online, go to http://www.collegeboard.com.
e If you have taken the SAT before, you also have the option

of registering over the phone by calling the SAT Program at
(212) 713-7789.

How do I register for the PSAT?

e Registration for the PSAT is done through your high school

counselor’s office in September.

About the PSAT

Q: What is the PSAT?

A: The PSAT is a 2-hour, 10-min exam and has three sections —
Math, Verbal, and Writing, most of which is identical to that found
on the SAT. Each section is scored out of 80 points making the
highest score on the PSAT a 240. Most students take the PSAT in
October of 10" and 11" grades. If you score high on the PSAT,
you become eligible for the National Merit Scholarships.

Q: How is the PSAT different from the SAT?

A: There are only two main differences between the SAT and
PSAT: (1) the PSAT Writing does not include an essay and (2) the
PSAT Math does not include Algebra Il. Therefore, if you prepare
well for the PSAT, you will almost be ready for the SAT. While
the tests are similar, the purpose of each test is different: the SAT
is used for college admissions whereas the PSAT determines who
will receive National Merit Scholarships.

Q: Why is the PSAT so important?

A: If you score very high on the PSAT in the 11™ grade, you
become what is called a “National Merit Semifinalist”. Becoming
a National Merit Semifinalist is one of the most prestigious
achievements a student can have in high school. Achieving this
guarantees you a full scholarship instantly at many universities
and will help you in gaining admission into the most prestigious
colleges.

Q: How many times can | take the PSAT?

A: Every student can take the PSAT only once a year. The test is
given in October every year. Students usually take the PSAT both
in 10™ and 11" grades. The 10" grade PSAT doesn 't count for
anything and is taken just for practice. The 11" grade PSAT is
used for determining who becomes a National Merit Semifinalist.

Q: What score on the PSAT is needed to become a
National Merit Semifinalist?

A: Itvaries from year to year and from state to state. To become
a National Merit Semifinalist, you must score in the top %% in
your state on the PSAT. Asa rule, if you score a 217 or better on
the PSAT, you should be a strong contender for becoming a
National Merit Semifinalist.
